TERMS AND CONDITIONS FOR THE SUMMER MUNNY SHOW 

1. All artwork is due to LiFT on or before July 26, 2010. We are looking for fresh ideas and new creations so art must be original and not displayed in any previous art show or public forum (including online). Exception: It is okay to submit photos of your piece to the current Kidrobot Munny Munth contest. Any other exceptions to the above must be approved in advance. Artist agrees to deliver artwork to LiFT using a shipping service or by dropping off in person. Artwork is displayed at the discretion of Lift management. 

2. There is no fee to enter. Blank Munny figures may be purchased at LiFT. 

3. All art must remain on display at LIFT for the duration of the show. All artwork will be consigned to LIFT free of charge. Unsold art should be picked up between August 23 and September 14. LIFT will mail back any unsold work at the request of the artist after August 30, 2010. If you do not pick up or request to have your piece returned, it will be remain on display (at the option of LIFT) with all other conditions of the contract still in effect.   

4. All artwork will be for sale in-store starting at the opening and may be offered online at a later time. Pricing is at the discretion of the artist, however Lift is happy to assist with this. Items will be sold "first-come, first-served", giving preference to in-store customers. 

5. Artist will set the retail price of his/her artwork. Lift will take a commission of 40% of this amount upon selling the piece. A check or Paypal payment for 60% of the selling price will be sent to the artist within 1 week of the show closing if your piece sells. Your piece must be available for purchase and may not be pre-sold. 

6. Artist agrees to allow Lift to display and photograph artwork for promotional purposes. Any limitations on this should be stated in the notes section of the contract.
